Tin Hau Temple, Tai Po Old Market

The bronze bell at Tin Hau Temple was en-
graved in the 30th year of the Kangxi era in the
Qing Dynasty (1691), suggesting that the
temple was built in or before that year, It was
originally located on the seashore, facing the
Tai Po Sea. The main deity worshipped in the
temple is Tin Hau [Heavenly Empress], the
guardian goddess of the sea, who blesses sail-
ors and fishermen with favourable weather.
Renovations were carried out in the 14th year
of the Daoguang era (1834), of the Qing Dy-
nasty, then in 1970 and 2009. It was listed as a
Grade 3 historic building in 2010.
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
